LENT AT WESTMINSTER

Lent begins with Ash Wednesday, March 2. We mark that day with

imposition of ashes and the words, "Remember you are dust, and to dust

you shall return." 

This year we will offer a contemplative "self-guided" Ash Wednesday

service, similar to the one we offered last year. If the weather is good, we

will be in the Ruthie Carey Pavilion.  If the weather is too chilly, we will

move into the sanctuary but still be self-guided as we walk around the

room, reflecting on various scriptures, prayers, or objects. You may drop in

any time between noon and 2:00 p.m.  That same day, we will have a more

traditional Ash Wednesday service in the sanctuary at 5:30 p.m.
