DAVID N. JOHNSON (1922-1987), American organist, composer, and educator,
studied organ and composition at the Curtis Institute of Music, Trinity University,

and Syracuse University. From 1960-1967, he was college organist and organ
instructor at St. Olaf College before returning to Syracuse University, where he
succeeded Arthur Poister as professor of music and university organist. In 1969, he
joined the faculty at Arizona State University, where in 1981, he would be succeeded
by Robert Clark, Peter Van Eenam’s organ professor and Westminster’s organ project
consultant.
