THIS MORNING’S PRELUDE exhibits fully the North German stylus fantasticus
(fantastic style), dramatic and improvisatory writing including virtuosic runs

abruptly ending in silence (imagine cathedral spaces and reverberant acoustics!) and
other keyboard (often, even pedal) fireworks. The structure of Buxtehude’s preludes
(often referred to as “preludes and fugues”) is multi-sectional, often beginning in this
improvised style with solo pedal, followed by a number of contrasting small
segments, concluding with a dazzling fugue (often including more stylus fantasticus).
In this morning’s work, Buxtehude treats us to an additional segment-a fast-paced
chaconne (music based on a repeating bassline and harmonic pattern), ending in a
whirlwind!
