ORGANIST AND COMPOSER HENRY LOOSEMORE was born around 1600 in

Devonshire, England, the son of an organbuilder. He was appointed organist at

King’s College, Cambridge, in 1627 and graduated from Cambridge University in

1640. From 1652 to 1660 he was resident organist at Kirtling, Cambridgeshire,

afterwards becoming organist of Exeter Cathedral. He returned to Cambridge to

spend the last years of his life in the service of King’s College before his death in

1670. This morning’s motet, formerly attributed to the great Orlando Gibbons, shows

Loosemore’s fine contrapuntal skill.
